Actions from the last meeting:  Minutes from the meeting held on 8th December 2025 were agreed and signed by the Chair.
Progress Reports: 
· Clarion: Clerk provided update on research of funding for Clawton Clarion and plans to address advertising rates. 
· Coffee Morning: Clerk, Cllr Bailey and Cllr Nunn were able to report that the new format for the monthly coffee morning proved successful and therefore able to close the matter which arose in the previous meeting. Vice Chair reported the possibility of funding available from the Growing Communities Fund which covers warm spaces. The National Lottery also has a grant for warm spaces available. Clerk to Action.
Planning: Clerk reported of three notices:  1/0743/2025/FUL Change of Use – Granted.
 1/1015/2025/FUL Proposed Silage Pit – Parish Council does not have any comment or objection.
The third notice n/a as out of area.
Highways:   
· Snow Plan: Chair distributed and outlined the updated Snow Plan for the village. This includes responsibilities of the Snow Warden and Assistant Snow Warden. This plan will be available on the website. Chair to Action.
· Grit/Salt Bins: Chair updated on salt and grit levels in the village. The bin located by the village hall is not being used as grit bags are used on the hill nearby. It was suggested that a request is put to Highways to move the bin to the blind corner on the hill. Clerk to action.
· Road Closure: Cllr Mitchell provided a report on the works carried out by South West Water over the previous couple of weeks which meant the road closed from the memorial junction toward Ashwater. A diversion was put in place, but traffic continued to try to get through. The Parish Council was not given notice of the road closure suggesting it was judged emergency works, The work carried out looks temporary and therefore the road may be closed again in the future.
Finance: 
· Parish Precept: The Parish Council considered the budget provided with a proposed rise to the precept. Areas discussed included: rise in the clerks pay, insurance for the hall and printing of Clawton Clarion. A rise of 7% was agreed by all and signed by Chair.
· Clerk wages:  wage slip signed – Payment via BACS. Backpay to be entered on HMRC and paid by BACS at the end of the month.
· Clarion Postage – Cheque issued to M Broadwood.

A.O.B:
· A letter from Citizens Advice requesting a donation was discussed. The decision was taken not to action.
· Chair opened a discussion regarding the role of editing the Clawton Clarion. The task is currently carried out by the Parish Clerk but not in any official capacity. The Editor has historically been a voluntary role but as it has become increasingly difficult to find new volunteers, concerns for the future of the Clarion should the current Editor give up the role, were considered.  The possibility of incorporating this into the role of Clerk was put forward. This was agreed by Councillors. Chair to action.
· Councillor Lynne Rowsell provided information of the some of the responsibilities she holds and tasks/projects she is involved with in the local area. This included: potholes and road repairs, local care home and funding opportunities from the locality budget.
· Parking on the corner junction at the memorial outside nearby cottages. It has been reported by Parish Councillors as an area of danger as drivers cannot see, nor expect to find a vehicle parked so close to the junction as they turn into the road.  It was requested that a letter is sent to residents. Clerk to action.
