1. Apologies: No apologies were received prior to the meeting
2. Minutes of the last meeting: The minutes of the previous two meetings held on the 28th February and the 21st of April were agreed and signed by the Chairman Paul Grafton.
Matters Arising
3.1 The Jubilee plans were discussed, there is to be a Beacon lighting on the 2nd of June in Cllr Adrian Mitchell property, near Herdicott Crossroads, at 9.45 with Bar and BBQ offering desserts prior to that. A bring and share Afternoon Tea will be held on Sunday 5th of June at 3pm at the Parish Hall, after a Church Service at St Leonards at 2pm. The Hall committee are supplying Sandwiches, asking for contributions of savoury items but not offering desserts, final decisions are to be made at the meeting next week as there was some confusion over the definition of cakes and desserts and precisely which event was offering which. The list of children for mugs much to everyone’s surprise was approaching 40 children from Clawton. Bellringers have been asked to ring the church bells for the occasion, Cllr Irene Ellis is just waiting for confirmation. The entertainment in the evening has had to be changed due to the proposed entertainers’ personal circumstances. Clerk confirmed she has a list of children of under 12 children for mugs, supplied by parents, after a request from the school. There is some concern that it is too high, however, the list suppliers assure the Clerk they all live in Clawton. There was also a query as to how the distribution of the mugs would be managed, still to be confirmed.
3.2 The clerk has applied for a grant of £1,400 towards the defibrillator from the Tetcott Wind Farm

3.3 The Bank Mandate application for additional signatures of Sally Whitehead and Paul Grafton on the Bank account was successful  
4. Police. No crime reports available at the time of the meeting. Cllr Pete Watson TDC informed the Clerk that PCSO Mark James had left the Police Force, which explained why the clerk had not been getting replies to her requests for crime reports. Clerk to establish who the replacement officer is and request crime reports again.
5. Planning
5.1 Mazoe retrospective planning application, Cllr Allison Sharp asked why the builder put 2m fencing up in the first place if it was known that only 1m, no one really understood why as the builder must have known the rules, and he proudly has his sign displayed on the 2m fence. As yet the 2m fence has not been reduced in size, Cllr Pete Watson TDC confirmed that if the owner did not comply with the planning rules, the enforcement officer would give them an enforcement notice. The consensus was that as it was a listed building, they would rely on TDC knowing the rules and enforcing them appropriately.
6. Highways

Chair Paul Grafton Queried that they rarely get notified of road works as there were road works in the village that we had no notification of. 
Members should continue to report problems with local roads and potholes on 0345 155 1004.
7. Finance: 
7.1 It was agreed to politely remind the 3 advertisers in the Clawton Clarion that had not yet paid their bills to pay them at their earliest convenience, or their advertising would be removed from the Clarion.
7.2 Cheques to be paid were signed later in the evening so as not to hold up the guests for the AGM that were there to give a presentation, the cheques were for Zurich Insurance, DALC, Terina Ellacot for the audit, Clerk wages and expenses. 
7.3 The Clerks wage update is to be moved to the next meeting. The review is to move the Clerks wages in line with National Salary award review after a brief discussion about the review.
7.4 During discussions on the Clerks wages it came to light the Clerk has no contract, the Clerk supplied a model contract also to be discussed next month Chair Paul Grafton to look at the paper model over the next month as unfortunately no electronic copy was available.
