Minutes of Meeting Monday 22nd September 2025, 7:30pm
Present:  Chair: Paul Grafton, Vice Chair: Alison Sharp, Parish Councillors: Roger Mitchell, Nigel Stacey, Iain Nunn, Maralyn Bailey. Clerk: Alison Vassilaki
Apologies: Cllr Graham Hames
Actions from the last meeting:  Minutes from the meeting held on 30th June 2025 were agreed and signed by the Chair. 
Planning: Clerk reported of the frustration due to not having the Register of Electors available to view despite lengthy communication with the appropriate department at Torridge as it would provide useful information with planning applications and notices.
Highways:   
· Speed Awareness Sign and Pole: Councillor Hames was unable to attend but sent word via Cllr Bailey that there is little to report at this time. Clerk reported that the quote provided in January still stands.
Cllr Stacey also reported that the junction at Sandymoor Cross does not have any signs to indicate a junction is nearby. Some satnavs do not recognise it as a junction which leads cars to travel through at up to 60mph without stopping. Following a recent fatality here, Cllr Stacey requests new or improved signage approximately 100 yards before the junction indicating Give Way or Stop ahead as it is an area of danger. Lines marking the road are barely visible. Clerk to action.
· Potholes Update: Councillor Bailey summarised the recent update regarding the ability for those repairing potholes to be able to fill others if they come across them within 500 metres of their work. This was not the case during the patching works on Horslett Hill. Patching work was carried out but the area outside Circuit House was left untouched. This area has been reported several times by residents and Clerk, as it meets the criteria to be repaired and is a danger to road users. Communication from Devon Highways state that it is recognised as in need, but lack of funds prevents this from happening. Cllr Bailey described the difficulties local residents face due to this dangerous and damaged piece of road. Clerk to action.
Councillor Mitchell also described an area of concern: the bend on the road between the memorial and St Leonard’s church where water often lays on the road when storm drains become covered in debris. It has created huge pits on the sides of the road and will cause damage to any vehicle driving near the side of the road as they take the corner. Clerk to report to Highways.
· Bus stop in Clawton: Clerk reported back regarding the lack of an official stop on one side of the road at the memorial. The bus stop outside The Old Post Office serves both sides of the road. Buses may stop by this sign on either side of the road but have been known to stop further by the events board on the green to let people off, if they do not have anybody waiting to board.

Finance:  
· Clerk wages:  wage slip signed – Payment via BACS
· Spreadsheet of finances to date: Income and expenditure information from June to September provided.

A.O.B:
· Clawton Sign and Notice Board lighting: Chair to action with help from Councillor Stacey.
· Councillor Bailey will order the wreath for Remembrance Sunday. 
· Cllr Nunn provided an update on the small housing development. It requires paperwork to be completed by Land Registry. It is unknown how long this will take, but until this has taken place, the development cannot move forward.
· Vice Chair described an opportunity to apply for funding for up to £1000 which has been advertised locally for communities in North Devon. This could benefit the village hall or help fund the speed awareness signs. Clerk to research and apply if appropriate.
