3. Matters Arising
3.1 Clerks KPI’s moved to next meeting
3.2 The Clerk was tasked to find any historic paper policies, some out of date paper policies were found in the filing cabinet and the Clerk will update them to go on the website where appropriate, still to be updated.
3.3 Holsworthy Ring and Ride requesting a donation via Cllr Maralyn Bailey. Cllr Bailey tried to get more information by putting a request in the Clarion but it seems it is little used by locals seems it is n little used by local people so the Parish Council have decided not to Donate.
3.4  Chair Paul Grafton met with the Headmistress re the proposed spending of the 106 spending from the Dunkin development. The school were keen to explore a joint venture for an all-weather sport area behind the school available to all children outside school hours. Cllr Adrian Mitchel queried if the grant would be enough to cover such a large project, Cllr Sharp said that the school had match funding opportunities available and had been looking for such an opportunity for some time and that some parents would be happy to help with the initial ground preparation to help costs. The Clerk reminded the Councillors that it was vital that the 106 funding itself was in the majority spent on the actual sports equipment, not all on the ground works.  
3.5 Coronation celebrations were discussed. Cllr Maralyn Bailey said that the Parish Hall are willing to do a bring and share tea on the Saturday. Cllr Roger Mitchell clarified that if there were costs that the Parish council would cover them but Cllr Bailey said that as it was bring and share they were expected to be minimal.
