Actions from the last meeting:  Minutes from the meeting held on 30th March 2026 were agreed and signed by the Chair.
Progress Reports: 
· Grit Bin: Clerk provided update on the movement of the grit bins. One bin has been moved but to an incorrect location. Emails have been sent to move it to the place originally requested. The resident who now has the bin near to his property will be offered grit/container once the bin is moved and Clerk will continue to pursue the re-siting of the two bins. It was noted that What3Words would be a very useful tool to use as it is accessible by contractors, residents and council employees.
· Highway: Clerk reported that the rotten, rusted signpost was replaced by Highways in the past week.
Planning: Reports of building work without planning consent have been reported. As further work continues Clerk to report.
Highways:   
· Road Closure: The clerk and Cllrs Bailey and Hames noted the village had a ‘road closed’ sign last week for a couple of days. The road was sign posted from Holsworthy, that access was only for residents. However, the roadworks were being carried out on the outskirts of Launceston (near Homeleigh). Without this knowledge, visitors to Clawton and St Giles were taken on a mammoth and unnecessary diversion. Parish Councils could help inform residents if this information was to be given out when orders of work are sent through to contractors. 
· VAS: Poles were ordered 4th March 2026. Reminder sent 6th May 2026. Response from Highways that there had been a problem with the ordering system, but the order would now be processed. Clerk awaiting further update.

Finance: 
· Insurance Policy: The renewal of Parish Council insurance was reviewed and signed off for payment by BACS
· DALC Membership: Renewal signed for payment by BACS
· Invoice for Examination of Parish Accounts: Signed for payment by BACS
· Clerk Wages:  wage slip signed – Payment via BACS

A.O.B:
· Cllr Hames described the difficulties presented using the new AI phone system EMMA at Holsworthy Medical Centre. Other members of the parish have encountered similar difficulties. Cllr Hames has requested a meeting with the practice manager but has yet to hear back.
· Cllr Mitchell reported two dead trees in the village which for safety, may need attention.
